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Project Aim

The aim of the project is to increase young people’s awareness of being a global citizen and in doing so challenge stereotypes and prejudices.

Method
The Global Youth Video Project will take questions from young people in one part of the world (example the UK) to another part of the world (example The Gambia). The young people in the places visited will then choose the questions they want to respond to and will create their own short films to answer the questions. All young people will be able to view the responses and add new questions at www.globalyouthvideoproject.com. As the project travels the world the young people taking part in the project will be able to add more questions about life in places like the UK, Malaysia, New Zealand etc. In 18 months the project will return to work with young people in UK to respond to questions from young people across the world. 
 
The Global Youth Video Project aims to give young people across the world:
· the chance to ask honest and open questions to other young people in different cultures without being censored.
· the choice about how they provide information about their lives and the part of the world that they live in. 
· the choice over which questions to answer and how to answer them.
· the opportunity to link up with other projects through at www.globalyouthvideoproject.com

It is really important that young people are allowed to respond to questions in there own way and ask questions in their own way without censorship. The main focus of the project is to allow young people to respond directly to each other instead of facing an immediate intervention from youth workers, teachers and parents. The aim is to take the conflict and challenge away from discussions about global issues and responsibilities and turn this into a fun discussion that engages young people in a language and context that they decide. 

Questions

Any questions can be asked as long as they don’t insight violence. This project is about free speech but not if it takes away the right of someone to live without fear! All questions that are asked will be added to the project list for young people to answer, as they want to,

If you’re struggling to think about the questions you might ask someone in The Gambia, Nigeria, Ghana, Thailand, Malaysia etc then you can look at the categories below for help and hints or just to get the conversation started.

Family – what’s your family like? How are you treated in your family and do you think it’s the same across the world?

Food and drink– what do you eat? Do you think you’d be able to get the food you like in different countries? Do you think that there’s anything you wouldn’t like to eat or drink? Do you think everywhere has access to water to drink?

Work and money – how do people earn their living? Do you know how much it would cost to buy clothes and shoes in Africa or the UK?

Leisure – do you know what people do in their spare time? Do they have a computer or play sport?

Other topics – crime, transport, housing, religion, celebrations, animals and politics.
