The magazine of a children-based NGO – Basic Guide
Purpose – 
1) Artistic outlet for children
2) Attractive for future volunteers
3) Attractive for current and future donors

1) In order for the kids to want to participate – i.e. to express themselves, they should have the opportunity to do something they enjoy – draw or paint (which can be afterwards scanned), write about their favourite day at football, their favourite book, doll or game. The children´s section should be left at their decision - each of them should do something he or she enjoys.

2) In order for more volunteers to want to come volunteer to the respective NGO, current volunteers should write articles. In these articles, they should address common fears – i.e. where will I live, what will I eat, who will help me etc. Also, they could write articles on what they particularly enjoy at the NGO, why they advice others to come volunteer here, how they spend their free time in the location where the NGO is, what they like about that location. These articles should make prospective volunteers as comfortable as possible about coming and volunteering  for that specific NGO. 


3) In order for people to want to donate more, the children´s activities should be specifically stated, as well as the impact that these activities have on the children´s lives (preferrably with statistics – i.e. children´s improved school retention rate). Also, the impact of these activities should be described from the children´s points of view as well – they should write why they like it, why they go there every day, how they think it helps them on the spot and in the future etc. 

It should preferrably have as many pictures as possible and be as authentic as possible (personal, not clicheic etc.)
