Outdoor games 
1. Water balloons 

Materials needed – balloons (half the number of children for each game) filled with (not too much) water 

There should be two rows of children facing one another. A pair is formed by one child and the child standing across from him. At the beginning of the game, each pair gets one water balloon. Then, within a pair, the children start throwing the water balloons at one another. The children in one of the rows stand still, while the children in the other row have to take a step back every time after they throw or receive the balloon. The winning pair is the pair who lasts longest with the intact balloon and whose child is farthest away from the still row. 
Advise players to maybe bring an extra shirt !

2. Hunters and ducks 

Materials needed – a soft ball

       Two children should stand across from one another, at a certain distance. These two children    are the hunters. Between the two of them, in a set perimeter, there should be the otherchildren. These children are the ducks. The hunters need to ¨shoot¨ the ducks with the ball, while the ducks need to avoid being hit. Each duck who gets hit by the ball leaves the game. The last duck remaining will have to say his or her age – x years. Then the hunters will aim the ball at the last duck for x times. If they manage to ¨shoot¨ him or her, the successful hunter will become a duck and the hunters of the next game will be the last duck and the previously unsuccessful hunter. 
3. I went to San Marin

All the children stand together. One of them is chosen to start the game. He turns his back towards the other, closes his eyes and says ¨Last night I went to San Marin and I had a dream. In my dream there were …¨. Then he opens his eyes and turns around. The other children are now supposed to mime what the game opener ¨dreamed of¨ (i.e. a donkey, a ballerina etc.). The game opener is now supposed to choose the one who is miming the most accurately and that child will continue the game. 

4. The Castle 

Materials needed – some stones and a soft ball

Some stones (usually 7 or 9) should be placed on top of one another, forming a castle. There should be two teams. A player of the first team should hit the ball at the castle, taking away as few stones as possible. Then the players of the first team have to put back the stones in order to rebuild the castles, while the players of the second team who now have the ball should try to hit those in the first team with the ball. The children hit leave the game. If the castle is rebuilt, the first team wins. If all players of the first team are hit with the ball and thus eliminated without the castle being built, the second team wins.
