1) The sign in front of a number reverses itself when the number passes on the other side (+ becomes – and the other way round, / becomes * and the other way round)
2 + 3 = x 
2 = x -3 

2 * 3 = y
2 = y / 3

2) For division and multiplication between 2 numbers : if their signs are the same (both positive or both negative), the result will be positive. If their signs are different, the result will be negative. 
For division and multiplication between more than 2 numbers : if the number of negative signs is even, the result will be positive. If the number of negative sign is uneven, the result will be negative. 

3) Always put the positive number(s) first in an equation ! 
It is much easier to solve 2+5+7-3-10 
Than -3-20+2+5+7

4) – 71 -13 – 20 = - (71+13+20)

5) 2 ways of solving 
(-2) * [(-2)+(-5)] =?
1st way – solving the square bracket and then multiplying it by (-2) : (-7) * (-2)
2nd way – dividing each term of the square bracket by (-2) and then adding the results : 4 + 10

6) Alternatively, 4 ways of solving [(-2)+7] * [(-2)+(-5)] =?
1st way: solving first bracket and multiplying the result by each of the terms of the second bracket
2nd way: solving the second bracket and multiplying the result by each of the terms of the first bracket
3rd way: solving both brackets and multiplying the results
4th way: not solving any of the brackets and multiplying all the terms with one another
