Rule of Three 
When we have a problem like: 

5 cats eat 2 mice. How many mice do 25 cats eat ? 

We use the rule of three.

Let x be the unknown number of mice.

5 cats        eat      2 mice.

25 cats      eat      x mice.  

We should see this is a rectangle. 
First, we need to find the product between the numbers on the diagonal opposite to the unknown number. 

5 cats        eat      2 mice.

25 cats      eat      x mice.  

The opposite diagonal is 25 ---- 2. 

25 * 2 = 50.

Then we divide the product by the number on the diagonal OF the unknown number.

The number on the diagonal of x is 5, so we need to divide 50 by 5. 

50 / 5 = 10     so   x = 10.

5 cats        eat      2 mice

25 cats      eat      10 mice
